THE PORTAL OF SIN
Sin entered heaven by one angel. Many other asgeied, not by any seminal transmission, but
by choice.
Sin entered the world by one man. Apparently Sataitd not directly corrupt the world, in that it
wasn't his realm. But he was able to corruptdliiactly by tampering with the human portal
figure.
